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Facts About AP

0 The average college course at an in-state public university costs $1,100* For a public
out-of-state university the average course is $2,700. By completing an AP Exam and
potentially earning college credit, you could save thousands of dollars on college
tuition depending on where you enroll.

o Of the thousands of colleges and universities surveyed, over 99% confirmed that they
have an AP credit and placement policy in place. Use the AP Credit Policy Search tool
to learn if the schools you're interested in accept AP scores for credit.

o 3 out of 4 AP students enrolled in a four-year college start school with some AP credit.

o Students who achieve exam scores of a 1 or 2 are still more likely to attend college and
graduate on time (than academically similar students who do not take AP).

o Over one million 9th and 10th graders took AP courses during the 2022-23 school
year.

0 3in 5 students said their AP experience influenced their plans to major in a particular
subject.

° Most AP courses do not have required prerequisites. Some AP classes have
recommended courses to take first—check the specific course page for that
information. Your high school may also have requirements for specific AP courses.
