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AP® Japanese Language and Culture 2021 Free-Response Questions

Overview

Key screen images from the free-response section of the AP Japanese Language and Culture Exam
are included in this document. The actual exam includes other screens, such as message boxes and
help screens, which students may view while taking the exam. On screens where the “Show Time”
button appears, students have the option to display the time remaining to complete the task. The
exam screens are dynamic, with changing information (e.g., audio progress bar, count-down clock),
while the screen images that follow are static, representing a particular moment during the exam.

This document also includes scripts for recorded material that students heard during the exam.
However, recording scripts are not provided for directions screens, where the audio portion matches
verbatim the text appearing on the screen.

Writing Part Directions

You will participate in a simulated exchange of text-chat messages and write an article.

The input method for typing Japanese text is the Google Japanese IME, which allows you to type in different modes. To produce
hiragana (), type in romaji and select the Enter key. To convert a typed word to katakana (27) or kanji, type in romaji and select
the space bar, which displays a list of options for katakana and kanji. Choose the desired option by pointing and selecting with the
mouse or by using the up/down arrows and selecting the Enter key. If you need to produce English letters, such as "ATM", select
and hold the Shift key while typing the letters, then select the Enter key. Releasing the Shift key returns you to the Japanese IME.
Note that you should use English letters only in cases where they would normally be used in authentic Japanese writing. Do not
use romaji or English as a substitute for words that should be written in Japanese.

For both tasks, you will have a specific amount of response time. A clock on the screen will indicate how much time is remaining.
When the response time has ended, you will proceed to the next question. You cannot return to previous questions.
